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Abstract

This part of the paper is reserved for an abstract. The abstract may not exceed 250 words. The font size should be 9 pt. The abstract should contain a concise description of the scope of the paper, of what is done in the paper, and conclusions (or what has been done differently from previous works in specified field of expertise).
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1. INTRODUCTION

The introduction is a part of the paper where authors motivate readers to continue reading. It should give a brief overview of relevant references in the world and, if appropriate, relate the results to the existing knowledge in the field. The main body of the text should be written in 11 pt, normal.

The paper contributes to the application of well known scientific results and to their adaptation for practical use.

Preliminary communication presents one or more original scientific results, but without details that allow the reported data to be checked. The papers of this category provide information on experimental research, small research projects, or progress reports that are of interest.

Reviews cover the state of the art and development trends in the specific theory, technology and application with given remarks by the author. These papers must include a comprehensive list of references for related fields.

Original scientific paper should report on original theoretical or practical research results. The given data must be sufficient in order to enable the experiment to be repeated with all effects described by the author, measurement results, or theoretical calculations.
2. PAPER LAYOUT 
Paper margins (in page setup window) should be: top 3.5 [cm], bottom 2.5 [cm], left: 2.5 [cm] and right 2.5 [cm]. Paper size should be A4 with width 21.0 [cm] and height 29.7 [cm].

2.1. Figures and Tables

Figures should be cited and explained in the main text. Their position should be after, but as close as possible to the position where they are first referenced.
Two blank lines should be left before the figure. Figure captions should appear under the figure, after one blank line.
Two blank lines should be left after the figure caption. The example is shown below.

Tables should be formatted as in the example below. Two blank lines should be left before and after the table. 

Figures, tables and formulas should be fitted within the column margins, larger figures, tables and formulas than column width can span across both columns as shown below on formula (2) and figure 2.
This file contains all the formatting mentioned.

The paper should include an introduction, the main body (with problem formulation, methods and solution, results section) and conclusions.

Complete mathematical solution and formula derivations may be given in the appendix. In the Conclusions all the results are stated and all the advantages of the used method should be clearly stated as well as the application areas. A list of the symbols used is optional.
2.2. Formulas and Equations

Formulas and Equations should be centered and numbered by Arabic numerals as in the following example:

If necessary, the equation should be divided into two or more lines. If the equation is too long, it can span over two columns as in (2):

Formulas and equations should be resized to 80% of the original equation editor size (format object, size). See Figure 2 for explanation.

Figures and tables can be spanned over two columns in the same manner as the equations above (see Figure 2). Figures, tables and equations should be in line with text.
